5) After doing the above, do I have the peace of God?

I just came from a carpet store, and there was a yo ung lady with a cute three-month-old fox terrier 
puppy. She got him from an animal shelter. The lady  said, “At first, the dog was unsure of himself and  
somewhat intimidated; and already after ten days wi th me, he is coming into his own. He begins to like  
me." What the lady did not tell me is that before t he terrier liked her, she liked him. 

You need to know that God likes you as His trusting  child. It will help you to like Him and to give yo u a 
healthy self-confidence. That will enable you to ov ercome all kinds of problems. Yes, even if you're s till a 
pup in Christ, making all kinds of mistakes and hav ing trouble understanding what He really wants in y ou 
walking with Him, He still likes you. He had you on  His mind before the foundation of the world was la id. 
You were on His mind when He purchased your salvati on on Calvary’s tree. Now, you are a redeemed 
member of the bride of Christ. God likes you. And H e likes you so much that you and the likes of you 
provide a major portion of His daily entertainment ! 

You may be distracted from Him by many things you'r e busy with and by the accusations of the devil 
who never gives you a compliment for anything you 
do. But God is never distracted from you. Yes, He h as 
to take care of the universe. He has to provide for  the 
fish of the sea and the birds of the sky. But He ne ver 
delights in these things, because these things are 
temporary. They will time out. No, all His delight is in 
His people. So here's the word of God: 

“But to the saints that are in the earth, and the 
excellent, in whom is all my delight” (Psalm 16 :3). 
Yes, indeed, it looks like there is nothing else He  
delights in but His people. Or take this verse from 
Psalm 101:6: “Mine eyes shall be upon the faithful of 
the land.” 

For God, the saints are the show! It is so 
fascinating, so pleasing to Him, that He never leav es 
the theater. Others may not like you as a follower of 
Him, but God does. Wow! You are His greatest 
treasure. And, of course, knowing that He likes you  
makes it a lot easier for you to like Him. It is li ke the 
relationship between the young lady and the puppy 
multiplied – exponentially one billion times, of co urse. 
And, by the way, let the devil know about this the next 
time he bugs you.
