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A Word from Pastor Schultze…
The Magic Bullet!

Most all of us at one time or another were looking for a magic bullet, that, if meeting its target, 
would indelibly hand us a silver platter of happiness and ease the rest of our lives. Although most of us 
eventually grow out of this fantasy – yet a few persist – even until their last breath in searching for 
“their bullet.” 

      Well, I am happy, happy, happy today to demystify that “magic bullet.” I am happy today to 
strap that bullet from its mythological wrappers that prevent it to move through the barrel of the gun. 
And that bullet, my friend, that always reaches its target, is called “and they continued steadfastly.” 

      Some of you who attended the Shadrach retreat in WV came spiritually limping. You came not 
having  had  devotions  every  morning,  not  having  witnessed,  prayed,  or  obeyed  much.  You  came 
perhaps as usual looking for the magic bullet at an altar call as before, not to find it as before. Well, 
friend, have you looked around and seen others who came into the camp with the joy of the Lord and 
the testimony of victory? What is the difference between these two groups but this: the former are 
looking for magic – for God to do something they are too lazy or undisciplined to do for themselves, 
the latter are those who have simply started at one point “to continue steadfastly in the apostles’ 
doctrine and fellowship and breaking of bread and in prayer…and in praises. (Acts 2:42, 47)” That led 
to their baptism of the Holy Spirit soon thereafter. If there is any magic, it is this in the spiritual 
realm: the divine power comes after the obedience but never before it. When are we going to get 
this?  By  “continuing  steadfastly,”  students  get  on  the  honor  roll  and  into  graduate  school.  By 
continuing  steadfastly,  men and women run marathons  and get  their  trophies  of  gold,  silver  and 
bronze in the Olympics. By “continuing steadfastly,” the weak are made strong, the poor rich, the 
followers become leaders and the failers become succeeders.

     Every one of the three thousand saved on Pentecost, every one of them continued daily with all 
the spiritual disciplines. Every one of them was at the next prayer meeting. Every one continued to 
praise God daily. Hardly any new convert today is found at the next prayer meeting. Hardly any one of 
them is heard praising God after the day of their salvation. 

   Because these new converts immediately “continued steadfastly’ they became fire brands for 
Jesus - in a matter of days.

   Friend, stop dreaming, stop fantasizing, stop looking for victory where it cannot be found. Do as 
the cripple in the Bible who was healed – end your crippled spiritual state once for all by heeding 
Jesus’ words: rise up and walk! And steadfastly continue to walk until you get THERE.

Obedience unlocks the door to the supernatural work of God 
in our hearts and lives. . .

Get a Vision!!!
Pastor Schultze wrote about the mythical magic 

bullet people are looking for in their spiritual walk. 
He promoted ‘walking steadfastly’ as the method 
for success in achieving what we dream for in the 
Kingdom. Let me offer something to add to that 
‘walking steadfastly’ – ‘getting a vision’. When we 
get  a  vision,  we  are  no  longer  focused  on 
ourselves. We are focused on accomplishing what 
God has called us to in the Kingdom. Hear what 
Wesley  Duewel  has  to  say  about  the  Salvation 
Army founder, William Booth: “William Booth was 
converted  at  the  age  of  fifteen,  and  within  six 
hours he was going in and out of slum houses, 
witnessing to the poor. He worked from 7:00am till 
7:00pm and then found time to bless others after 
that. He would stand on a box in the most sinful 
section of Nottingham, England, and tell the simple 
story of Jesus to the motley crowds.  Every spare 
hour he spent reading the Bible and books about 
or  by  Wesley,  Whitefield  and  Finney.”  (Measure 
Your Life by Wesley Duewel, pg. 207)

Booth  had  a  vision  within  hours  of  his 
conversion!  He didn’t have time to go back into 
old habits because he had a vision to win the lost 
and acted on it right away!  He wasn’t focused on 
how he was  feeling  spiritually  or  what  his  flesh 
wanted; he was gloriously distracted by the vision 
God had given him.  What are some ideas for a 
vision  for  you  in  this  day  and  age?   There  is 
evangelization as Booth had.  Going door to door. 
How  about  a  discipleship  vision?  There  are 

children/youth in your church who need someone 
to  spend  some  extra  time  with  them,  perhaps 
doing some prayer and Bible study together. How 
about a prayer vision? Pastor Schultze mentioned 
getting to prayer meetings. How about scheduling 
some of  your own…or inviting some others over 
for  prayer?  Get  prayer  lists  from  Voice  of  the 
Martyrs, your pastor or another ministry you have 
a burden for. Other ideas are a vision for helping 
your pastor or widows in a practical way or raising 
money  for  financial  needs  in  the  Kingdom.  All 
these visions are vital needs. However, I want to 
emphasize that no matter who we are, we all need 
to have a vision for souls. Mowing a widow’s grass 
is  no  substitute  for  mentoring  or  winning  souls. 
Neither is attending prayer meeting or babysitting 
for a single mom. Pray for a vision for souls. When 
you have a vision, it will stir within you a passion 
for more of Christ and more of the Kingdom which 
will take the spiritual limp out of your system. It 
will  be a driving force to a deeper walk and will 
consume all your time, energy and future. Let me 
finish  with  another  quote  by  Duewel:  “Without 
vision  you  are  in  danger  of  drifting  with  the  
current.  Without  vision  you  will  not  rouse  your 
latent abilities into sanctified service for God and 
others.  Without  vision  your  life  will  not  impact  
your world, you will never become the person God 
created you to be and saved you to be.” (Measure 
Your Life by Wesley Duewel., pg. 207)
